2nd Coming procession continues for 30 days in 3 stages (Dan 12:11):
begins with the 7th Trumpet (Rev.11:15; 1 Cor. 15:52; 1 Thes. 4:16)

1. Procession in the sky worldwide: Rapture (Mt. 24:30-31; Rev. 1:7)

2. Procession across the land: through Jordan to Jerusalem (Isa. 63:1-6,
Hab. 3:3-13; Ps. 110:5-7; 45:3-5)

3. Procession into Jerusalem (Mount of Olives): 7riumphal Entry of

Jesus into Jerusalem to end the Armageddon Campaign (Mt. 23:39;
Ps. 24:7-10; Rev. 19:11-21)

3 types of people on earth (at the time of the Rapture)
1. Redeemed: raptured at the start of the Second Coming Procession

2. Reprobate: took the mark of the Beast (they will be killed)

3. Resisters: are the unsaved survivors of the Tribulation who refused to
worship the Antichrist. The Scripture refers to them as “those who are
left” or “who remain”. These will have an opportunity to be converted
after Jesus returns. They will then populate the Millenmal earth (Isa.
4:3; 10:20; 11:11; 49:6; 65:8; 66:19; Jer. 31:2; Ezek. 20:38-42; 36:36;
Dan. 12:1; Amos 9:9-10; Joel 2:32; Zech. 12:14; 13:8; 14:16).
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
